Forty Days … Forty Nights
By the time you read this, we will be fully launched into the season of Lent. I hope that 
you are taking advantage of the opportunities, which Trinity and other faith communities 
are offering, to focus your life on what is important. One of the great things about being a 
part of a faith community is the very fact that part of the fabric of our life is self 
examination and what we call repentance.

Forty Days. Do you have a plan this Lent to spend part of each day - or night – in a 
discipline of meditation or prayer of some type? Trinity is offering opportunities to walk 
the Labyrinth, read the Gospel of Luke with friends, go on a journey with Mary, meditate
